anderwen House is an exceptional country property situated in a delightful rural area within easy driving distance of the main towns of the area, including Haverfordwest, Narberth, Cardigan, Fishguard, Whitland and Carmarthen. The property includes a handsome, spacious, but easily managed house standing in its own extensive grounds, stables and a workshop, together with:
20 acres of land
1600 yds single bank fishing

2 reserved rods on the Rosebush Reservoir

Mineral rights

The house enjoys a sheltered south facing position with excellent views down the Eastern Cleddau valley and across the countryside into the far distance.

The accommodation is comfortable, well arranged and includes on the ground floor: porch, hall, cloakroom, sitting room, dining room, library, kitchen, scullery and office. On the first floor: master bedroom with en-suite bathroom and dressing room, three further bedrooms and second bathroom. Attic floor: presently one large room. Externally there are stables, a workshop and garden shed. In front of the house the garden falls away in terraces with stone walls, to the orchard. To the rear is the stable yard with tradesmen's entrance, stabling and ample turning area.
The 20 acres include pasture land and woodland running down to the Eastern Cleddau River.
The property is for sale by private treaty and all offers for the freehold interest will be seriously considered. The guide price is in the region of £610,000.

The small village of Llangolman lies in a quiet rural area, only a mile from the A478 Tenby-Cardigan road and within reach of railway stations giving a fast service to London. The M4 motorway is also within reach. The present owners have in the past commuted to Swansea daily and to London weekly. There are regular ferry sailings to Ireland from Fishguard and Pembroke Dock. Danderwen House is in a quiet setting and is approached over its own lane which runs from Dandderwen Farm.

The house is built of stone under an asbestos slate roof. The elevations are rendered in part and colour washed, elsewhere they are in natural stone and have been repointed in recent years

In the last 30 years, the house has been largely rewired, replumbed and an oil fired AGA installed, which last also provides the hot water.
The accommodation includes:
Ground Floor

Entrance Porch, 2.74x1.86m, with a stone flagged floor and matwell, shelving, safe, coving to the ceiling and inner glazed door with glazed side panels in etched glass.
Hall, 6.84(max) x2.75m, with stone flagged floor, under stairs cupboard,  telephone point and stairs to first floor.

Sitting room, 4.84x4.77m. This room is south facing and has French doors opening to the front. Efficient JetMaster open fire and storage heater. Door to:

Dining room, 5.34(max)x3.64m. The dining room has 2 windows to the north and 1 to the west, an open fire and storage heater, original display shelving, and a partially flagged floor.

Cloakroom, 2.55x1.62m, with pine panelled walls, WC and corner hand basin.

Library, 4.40x4.26m. A south facing room with french doors opening to the front. There are fitted bookshelves along one wall, a serving hatch to the kitchen, a wood or coal burning stove with a slate fireplace and 2 wall lights.
Kitchen, 4.40x4.24m. Generously fitted kitchen with units by English Rose, including 15 base units, one with carousel, one with foldout mixer stand, one with slide out wire basket, six wall units. The work surfaces are in green onyx finish and incorporate a fold away Belling four ring hob and a double bowl stainless steel sink unit, Sphinx ceramic floor tiles and open suspended wooden ceiling with rise and fall light fitting, four further spotlights and telephone point. The double oven, oil fired AGA in forest green was rebuilt about 3 years ago with a new boiler. Plumbing for dishwasher. Door to:

Scullery, 7.06(max)x2.21m. Ceramic tiled floor, 2 strip lights, plumbing for washing machine, butler sink, old chimney fawr (inglenook) and bread oven. Back door leading to a slate flagged area with raised beds and stone retaining walls. Door to:
Office, Study or Bedroom 5, 6.11x2.37m with curved ceiling, low voltage spotlights, recently replaced window (south), windows to east and north and hatch to cellar area beneath, which is fitted with apple storage racks. 
Cellar
Cellar, 6.11x2.37m, under office, with limited headroom.

First Floor

Landing, 5.16(max)x4.87m(max).
Main Bedroom, 4.86x4.33m. South facing with telephone point and television aerial socket. Door to:
En Suite Main Bathroom, 3.63x3.17m. Matching suite of corner bath, shower cubicle WC and washbasin with a splash back, mirror and shaver socket, heated towel rail and window storage box. Door to:

Dressing room, 5.09x2.09m. Built in clothes hanging rails and shelving.
Walk in airing room, 2.53x1.13m with an internal window to the stairs, shelving and insulated copper hot water storage cylinder incorporating an immersion heater.

Bedroom 2, 4.84x4.20m. South facing with views down the valley. Open fireplace, washbasin, shaver light and small storage cupboard.
Bedroom 3, 3.54x3.36m. South facing with washbasin, shaver light and built in cupboards. Staircase to attic floor.
Bedroom 4, 3.62x3.55m. with washbasin, shaver light and storage cupboard. North and west facing windows.
Bathroom 2, 2.93(max)x1.58m with suite of bath, washbasin and WC. There is a Miralec electric shower over the bath, and a ceiling heat and light unit is fitted.

Attic Floor

There is a Velux window to the front giving unparalleled views and a dormer window to the rear. The roof is insulated and the floor is insulated. All the timbers have been sanded and oiled.
Externally

Stables, 4.58x9.63m, built of stone with hand cut, scalloped slate roof including two loose boxes of a good size. Power and light. Three exterior lights. Lean-to wood store.

Workshop, 6.47x2.85m, built of block under a steel profile roof. Power and light.
Garden shed, 3.18x3.07m, built of timber under a steel profile roof.

The house itself has two exterior lights to the front and three to the rear. There is even a small flagpole.

The Land

Amounting to some 20 acres in all, it includes two fields and the paddock as well as Woodland which ensures a plentiful supply of fuel. The fishing extends over some 1600 yards (single bank) of the Eastern Cleddau and the Preseli Water Board granted two free fishing permits on the Rosebush reservoir to the owners and successors in title of Danderwen House. Lastly there are mineral rights under adjoining land.
Services

Mains and spring water. Mains electricity. Private drainage. Heating oil storage tank. The present owners also hold a licence to abstract water from the Eastern Cleddau River.

Council Tax. Band G. (Pembrokeshire is usually third lowest in the UK.)
Directions: from Haverfordwest take the A40 towards Carmarthen. At the Penblewin roundabout turn left up the A478 towards Cardigan. Pass up through Clynderwen and Llandisilio. On entering Efailwen, turn left. Continue down this road across the small bridge, Pont Hywel, up the hill, do not turn right. Enter Llangolman and on the left hand side will be found a concrete track, after the garage, before a bungalow and opposite a notice board. Turn down this lane, through the farmyard and out the far side. You are now on land belonging to Danderwen House. The house itself will be seen after about 300 yards on the left hand side.
